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TEMPORAERE KUNSTHALLE BERLIN
opened its doors on October 29th, 2008. Lo-

cated at the heart of the city in Scholoss-
platz, Museum lIsland, TEMPORAERE KUN-
STHALLE BERLIN is surrounded by histori-
cal and landmark buildings such as the
Palast der Republik, Berliner Dome, Old Na-
tional Gallery, and German Historical
Museum. Right next to the building flows
the Spree River.

Unlike other art institutions that posses
permanent collections such as the Kunst-
haus and Kunstmuseum, TEMPORAER
KUNSTAHALLE BERLIN's concept is to
host eight exhibitions inside and four proj-
ects on the exterior fagade of the building in
two-year limited time.

The first cerebral exhibition is the
"Inner+Outer Space" by South African born,
Berlin based artist, Candice Breitz. She is
known with her media employed installa-
tions using pop cultures and mass media as
her topic. She brings attention to the rela-
tionship between individuals and societies
and the influence of pop cultures in the

global sense in the contemporary society.
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The first outside project is by an Aus-
trian artist, Gerwald Rockenschaub. Rock-
enschaub used a famous quote by Ludwig
Wittgenstein, a philosopher, "You can't build
clouds. And that's why the future you
dream of never comes," and put a blue sky
with the pixilated clouds in the grey wet sky
of Scholossplatz. The vivid color of the build-
ing facade energizes the monochromatic air
of the Museum Island.

The list of the artists following Candice
Breitz is interesting and exciting. Starting
with the British Turner Prize winner, Simon
Starling, a German born, Dusseldorf/Berlin
based artist, Katharina Grosse, and Puelto
Rico based artist team, Jennifer Allora and
Guillermo Calzadilla.  For the next two
years, one needs to pay close attention to
the activity at TEMPORAERE KUNST-
HALLE BERLIN in order to grasp the art
scene in Berlin.
